No messing around - it’s 13
miles of up to the junction of
the Rim Drive. And if that climb
and some good views of the
lake are enough for you on
Layover Day, turn around here
and glide back to camp.

But if you want a challenge
and an unparalleled loop
route, gird yourself and go for
it. It’s only a 60-mile day, so
you have time. You’ll be taking
on a total of nearly 6,500 feet
of gain, including two ex-
tended climbs of roughly five
miles at just over 6 percent
