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If Crater Lake is a signature
Oregon ride for its unique loop
around one of the deepest
and purest lakes in the world,
the Aufderheide Memorial
Drive may be the quintessen-
tial Oregon ride: forests,
mountains, rivers and lakes.
This smooth and sinuous road
unrolls in front of you like a
black carpet through a lush
green world.

It’s an up-and-over ride today -
35 miles of mostly gradual
climb, followed by 30 miles of
mostly descent. You’ll be
rolling peacefully to the sound
of running river, given that we
follow water virtually all day.
One note: On the first 10 miles
of the lcimb, ODOT has been
doing culvert work, so there
are some 3-foot sections of
gravel. Be very careful of
getting pinch flats on the far
edges of these sections.

Of all the principles of physics, we
like gravity best.

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You’ll have one challenging
stretch just before the peak -
about two miles at an aver-
age grade of 8.4 percent. But
you get an equal payback on
the way down, followed by
miles skirting tranquil Cougar
Reservoir and then a final
downhill through the forest
and into camp.
